1. CONSIDERACOES SOBRE ESTRATEGIAS DE LEITURA

Vocé jaobservou que ao se depararcom um texto eminglés algumas pessoas ficam
tdo assustadas com a quantidade de palavras ou com a extensdo do texto que sentem
que ndo dao conta de compreender o que ha no emaranhado de palavras? Isso ocorre,
porque acham que sé conseguirdo compreender um texto em inglés, se traduzirem cada
palavra, frase e expressado para portugués. Ja pensou ter que fazer isso durante uma
prova, cujo tempo para finalizacdo é restrito?

Antes de comecarmos a explorar seu potencial para ler, compreender e refletir
sobre o conteudo de textos em inglés, vamos conversar sobre como adquirir o maximo
de informacdes de um texto sem precisar traduzi-lo na integra.

Como estudante vocé ja sabe que, na ocasido de uma prova de inglés, todo
texto que aparece ali tem por finalidade servir de base ou fonte de consulta para vocé
responder perguntas de compreensao ou de interpretacdo textual. Entdo, que tal parar
de querer traduzir tudo e ir direto a informacdo que vocé precisa para responder o que é
questionado sobre o texto? Mas, como?

Existem estratégias de leitura que podem ajudar a compreender informacdes
basicas de um texto, em uma lingua estrangeira, como € o caso do inglés! Neste material
vamos recorrer a duas dessas estratégias, a saber, skimming e scanning.

Para tirarmos o maior proveito dessas estratégias, inicialmente, precisamos levar
em conta que exames vestibulares, como € o caso do PAES, tém tempo limitado para ser
executado. Além disso, a prova de inglés € apenas uma das disciplinas que o candidato
precisa demonstrar conhecimento sobre o contelddo avaliado, respondendo as questdes
em tempo habil. Nesse contexto, a objetividade na leitura é fundamental. Neste caso,
saber fazer skimming de um texto faz muita diferenca. Pois, ajuda a acelerar o processo
da sua compreensao das informacdes necessarias.

O termo skimming é um substantivo originado do verbo to skim, cujo sentido tem
relacdo com o ato de: 1) tocar algo de leve ou passar levemente sobre; 2) desnatar ou
tirar a nata; 3) refinar. Aplicando isso, ao contexto de leitura podemos dizer que fazer
skimming de um texto, equivale a pratica de olhar todo o texto, com a finalidade de
detectar o assunto geral. Nessa prética, o leitor recorre a elementos n&o verbais do
texto como: formato e disposicdo de imagens, graficos, tabelas e a prépria estrutura do
texto ou género textual para ter uma nocdo geral do conteudo ou assunto tratado. Ja
os elementos verbais incluem: palavras cognatas (palavras parecidas com portugués) e
palavras que ja fazem parte do seu repertério linguistico.

Quanto ao termo scanning, trata-se do substantivo derivado do verbo to scan,
cujo sentido remete a ideia de: ler, “correndo os olhos” pelo texto com a finalidade
de identificar uma informacdo desejada. Aplicamos a técnica scanning ao buscarmos
o significado de uma palavra em diciondrios ou mesmo quando examinamos o sumario
de um livro ou e-book para encontrarmos um capitulo ou conteudo especifico. Também
utilizamos scanning quando percorremos 0 menu de um streaming para encontrarmos
um filme ou programacéo do nosso interesse.

Sendo assim, skimming e scanning sdo estratégias que podem ser usadas para
que, mesmo sem ler um texto todo e sem traduzi-lo na integra, se consiga extrair o
maximo da sua leitura. Portanto, sdo muito Uteis para o contexto de exames vestibulares,
cuja administracdo do tempo é fundamental e o uso de recursos como dicionarios e
aparelhos eletrbnicos sao, terminantemente, proibidos.

E bom lembrar que, na ocasido de um exame vestibular, os Unicos recursos que
vocé podera usar para entender o conteido de um texto, estardo no préprio texto. Af
sua atencéo devera ser direcionada aos recursos verbais e ndo verbais como: palavras-
chave, nimeros, graficos e imagens.
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Além disso, é fundamental que vocé:

- leia as questdes antes de ler o texto;

« apos ler a questio, rapidamente, passe os olhos no texto (scanning) e, nesse
movimento verifique se tem uma mesma palavra da quest3o (palavra-chave);

« ao identificar a palavra-chave, leia o paragrafo onde a encontrou, a resposta dessa
questado, geralmente, estara nesse paragrafo.
Lembre-se, essas estratégias sdo muito Uuteis para a compreenséo

textual. Mas, em um mesmo texto, além da compreensdo textual, seus
conhecimentos  linguisticos  (gramaticais) também podem ser testados.
O infografico abaixo (Figura 1) reforca o que temos explanado até aqui.

Como o objetivo deste material é prepara-lo(a) para a prova de inglés do PAES/
UEMASUL, entdo, para evitar que no dia da prova vocé tenha alguma surpresa com
um contelddo nunca visto, verificamos os trés ultimos editais do exame em questdo e
conferimos quais conteudos, geralmente, sdo cobrados. Assim, com base no ultimo
edital, o de 2024, preparamos atividades especificas sobre os conteldos mais cobrados
na prova de inglés do PAES/UEMASUL.
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2. 0 QUE VAI “CAIR NA PROVA”?

O Apéndice |, do Edital N.° 68/2024-GR/UEMA que regula e orienta o exame do
PAES/UEMASUL para o ano de 2024, aponta a interpretacdo de textos verbais e ndo-
verbais, bem como a identificacdo de ideias gerais, principais e especificas de um texto,
como conteudos de inglés a serem cobrados na habilidade de leitura dos candidatos do
PAES. Para verificacdo dos conhecimentos linguisticos, segundo aponta o mesmo edital,
vocé precisa estar preparado para resolver questdes, a partir do uso contextualizado da
gramatica formal da Lingua Inglesa. Para atender a esta necessidade, antes de iniciarmos
os exercicios de compreenséo textual, vamos revisar topicos gramaticais como: artigo
(definido e indefinido); substantivos (tipos, flexdes); adjetivo (comparativos e superlativo);
verbo (tempos e modos verbais) processos de formacdo de palavras (prefixacdo e
sufixacdo). Contudo, ndo pretendemos ser exaustivos com conceitos e regras gramaticais.
Mesmo porque ao pensarmos um material de inglés cujo conteudo forneca subsidios a
vocé, pré-vestibulando(a) “para ler, compreender e (re)pensar criticamente”, assumimos
o compromisso de trazer textos sobre temas diversos para enriquecimento do seu
vocabulério e para a ativacdo do seu pensamento critico.

Assim, nas secdes, denominadas LANGUAGE STRUCTURE, vamos tratar dos
conceitos e exemplificacdes do conteudo gramatical indicado no subtitulo da secéo.
Nas secdes, LET’S DO IT, vocé vai colocar em pratica os conceitos estudados e as
dicas apontadas sobre o conteudo gramatical em estudo. Em cada uma das secdes
LET’S DO IT vocé lidara com textos sobre temas atauis do cotidiano nacional e mundial.
Para compreender e interpretar o conteudo de cada texto, vocé aplicard as técnicas de
skimming e scanning. E para explorara o conteudo linguistico/gramatical € so revisar as
explicacdes que antecedem cada sequéncia de textos.

Antes, porém, convém destacar que para tratar dos conceitos e definicbes dos
topicos gramaticais, abordados aqui, tomamos como base as assercdes de Thomson e
Martinet ( 1986) e de Steer e Carlisi (1997). E, como se trata de publicacdes em inglés,
todas as traducdes sdo da nossa responsabilidade.

3. LANGUAGE STRUCTURE ONE: ARTICLES
3.1 Definite article the: form

Em portugués, ao considerarmos a forma ou flexdo do artigo definido, temos as
formas o e a, respectivamente, para o masculino e o feminino. E, sabemos que ambos
se flexionam em singular e plural (os, as). Em inglés, o artigo definido, tem somente uma
forma - the - para o masculino, feminino, singular e plural. Logo, o artigo definido em
inglés € invariavel e a sua traducao para portugués ou o seu sentido fica condicionado ao
termo ao qual se refere.

Exemplos:

masculino/singular | masculino/plura feminino/singular feminino/plural
the lion - o ledo the lions the lioness the lionesses
the man - o homem |the men the woman the women

the boy - o menino | the boys the qirl the qirls

the king - o rei the kings the queen the queen

the bull - o touro the bulls the cow the cows
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3.2 Definite article the: use

Tratando-se dos usos do artigo definido, de modo geral, em inglés, assim
como em portugués, usamos artigos definidos quando queremos determinar
ou especificar um substantivo para indicar exatamente a quem ou a que
estamos nos referindo. Em portugués, isso inclui todos os tipos de substantivos.
Porém, na Lingua Inglesa, ha algumas particularidades que condicionam o0s usos
do artigo definido the antes de alguns tipos de substantivos. Siga as dicas:

Nao use the:
a) antes de substantivos abstratos

Exemplos: The- fearness and -the-insecurity are neighbors./ O medo e a
inseguranca sao vizinhos.

Some people fear the death and other ones fear the love./ Algumas pessoas temem a
morte outras temem o amor.

b) antes dos substantivos, bed, church, court, hospital, prison, school/college/university
quando usados para indicar lugar visitado ou para referir-se ao propdsito da existéncia
desse lugar.

Exemplos:

c) antes de adjetivos possessivos em portugués é comum usarmos artigos definidos
antes de possessivos como:

O meu irmdo, a minha casa, o seu livro, as suas mochilas, as minhas
primas, etc. Ja em inglés, ndo fazemos usos do artigo definido nessas
situacdes. Pois, ndo se usa the antes de adjetivos possessivos

the my brother, the my house, the your book, the your backpacks, the my cousins.
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d) antes de substantivos proprios, referentes a:

- Lugares: the Brasil is bigger than the Argentina. Both, the Japan and the Iran are in
Asia. But cultural and economically are very different countries.

- Pessoas: the Ananda and the Luciana are waiting for you outside.

Excecdes:
Usa-se the antes de nomes préprios, quando esses nomes fizerem referéncia a:

1. nome da familia: (sobrenome)
Exemplos: the Clintons, the Obamas, the Silvas, the Jacksons, the Flintstones.

2. nomes de paises: que incluem termos como: republic, states, kingdom
Exemplos: the People’s Republic of Korea, the United States, the Kingdom of Bhutan.

3. nomes de pontos geograficos: como: montanhas ou cadeia de montanhas, grupos
de ilhas, rios, mares, oceanos e canais.

Exemplos: the Himalayas, the Neblina Pico, the Canaries Island, the Pacific Ocean, the
Tocantins River, the Suez Canal, the Mediterranean Sea.

4. nomes de jornais:

Exemplos: The New York Times, the Washington Post, the Philadelphia Inquirer, the
Guardian.

3.3 The indefinite articles a/an: form

Na Lingua Portuguesa, quando precisamos fazer usos de artigos indefinidos,
precisamos considerar o nimero (plural ou singular) e o género (masculino ou feminino)
do substantivo ou do adjetivo a que o artigo se refere. Assim, em portugués, temos 4
formas para o artigo indefinido, a saber: um, uma, uns, umas. Na Lingua Inglesa temos
apenas duas formas, que sdo: a (um, uma) e an (um, uma). Como se nota, essas duas
formas tém a mesma traducdo. Ambas nado tém flexdo de género e nunca sdo usadas no
plural. Mas, se as duas significam a mesma coisa, qual a diferenca entre elas? Quando
usar a e quando usar an?

3.4 The indefinite articles a/an: use

Ao iniciarmos nossos estudos sobre os artigos indefinidos em inglés, € muito
comum ouvirmos explicacdes dizendo que devemos usar a forma a do artigo indefinido,
antes de palavras iniciadas com consoante e a sua forma an, antes de palavras iniciadas
com vogais. Porém, essas regras nem sempre funcionam.

Na verdade, o correto é lembrar que o artigo indefinido a (um, uma) deve ser usado
antes de palavras iniciadas com som de consoante. Isso significa que pode ser usado
antes de uma palavra que comece com uma letra vogal, porém com som de consoante
ou mesmo de uma semivogal, como € o caso de Europe (o E tem som de y) e university (
a letra u tem som de w).

Ja a forma an deve ser usada antes de palavras iniciadas com vogais, antes de letras
individuais que tenham som de vogal e antes de palavras iniciadas com h mudo.
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Entdo, para decidir qual forma usar, se a ou an, o que deve ser observado € o som da letra
inicial da palavra a qual o artigo se refere. Como veremos nos exemplos seguintes.

Climate change is causing greater
impacts than expected at lower
temperatures than anticipated, disrupting
natural systems and affecting the lives
of billions of people around the world,
according to the latest report from
the United Nations’ Intergovernmental
Panel on Climate Change (IPCC).
The new report found that droughts
and heat waves are killing off trees and
corals; sea level rise is forcing people in
vulnerable areas to leave their homes and
extreme conditions may be increasing
the likelihood of Source: LBM, 2024
violent conflict. If warming is not halted
soon, and it continues, as many as half
the species living on land could become
extinct, malnutrition in parts of the world will likely become widespread, and extreme
weather events will become increasingly common. The report major findings are: the
need for action is urgent; climate change affects some more than others; we can adapt;
nature is key. At 2°C or higher of warming, human food security risks due to climate
change will be more severe, leading to nutrient deficiencies and malnutrition, particularly
in Sub-Saharan Africa, South Asia, Central and South America, and small island states. As
temperatures increase, humans need to adapt. According to Michael Mann, director of
the Earth System Science Center at Pennsylvania State University, “The worst possible
maladaptation would be to put too many marbles in the adaptation bag and not enough
in the mitigation bag” - in other words, to adapt to the impacts of climate change without
taking adequate steps to eliminate the greenhouse gas emissions that cause it. And he
adds “the report is a summary of what we already know: Dangerous climate change is
now upon us, and it is simply a matter of how bad we’re willing to let it get.”

WHAT HAPPENS IF NUCLEAR WEAPONS ARE USED?

The risk of nuclear weapons use is higher than ever.
Nuclear weapons are the most destructive, inhumane
and indiscriminate weapons ever created. [..] they are
designed to mass murder civilians, wipe out entire cities
andcauseirreversibleharmtotheenvironment. Anuclear
explosion releases vast amounts of energy in the form
of blast, heat and radiation. An enormous shockwave
reaches speeds of many hundreds of kilometres an
hour. [...] Thermal radiation is so intense that almost
everything close to ground zero is vaporized. The
extreme heat causes severe burns and ignites
fires over a large area, which coalesce into a
giant firestorm. Even people in underground
shelters face likely death due to a lack of oxygen and carbon monoxide poisoning.
[..] Even a single nuclear detonation in a modern city would strain existing disaster relief
resources to the breaking point; a nuclear war would overwhelm any relief system we
could build in advance. Displaced populations from a nuclear war will produce a refugee
crisis that is orders of magnitude larger than any we have ever experienced. [..] Nuclear
war would mean a climate disruption with devastating consequences. The world would
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fall under a nuclear winter, be subject to a deadly global famine and exacerbated effects
of global warming. [...] Analysts for the Bulletin of Atomic Scientists calculated that a child
born today is unlikely to live out their natural lives without seeing nuclear devastation.
Since the Russian invasion of Ukraine, and the barrage of nuclear threats and retaliatory
statements that have followed, those risks have only gotten higher. The terrifying but
true reality is that we cannot know for certain if Putin - or any leader of a nuclear-armed
state - will use nuclear weapons at any time.

Portanto, veja-os como fontes de informacdes sobre tematicas diversas, inclusive sobre
o tema abordado na Redacdo. Entdo, lembre-se, durante sua prova, os textos podem
servir de suporte para acrescentar a informacdo que vocé precisa para sua Redacao.

O alcance da destruicdo depende de uma variedade de fatores, mas vai
desde acabar com cidades pequenas e médias até a destruicdo completa de grandes
metropoles, como Nova York. [...] A bomba que matou 146 mil pessoas em Hiroshima, no
Japéo, durante a Segunda Guerra Mundial, tinha 15 quilotoneladas. E as ogivas nucleares
de hoje podem ter mais de 1.000 quilotoneladas.

Nesta secdo vamos tratar da classe dos substantivos, uma das classes gramaticais
mais amplas, tanto pelo seu quantitativo de palavras quanto pelas suas variacdes. Por
questdes de praticidade e de utilidade para seu preparo para o PAES, aqui vamos abordar
apenas dois aspectos dos substantivos, a saber: sua classificacdo quanto aos tipos e
suas flexdes de género e de ndmero.

O dicionério Thesaurus.com (online, 2021) define substantivo (nouns) como “uma
palavra que se refere a uma pessoa, lugar ou coisa”. Quanto a definicdo de “coisa”, o
referido dicionario admite que o termo coisa pode ficar muito vago. Por conta disso, faz
uma ressalva, explicando que, no caso dos substantivos o termo “coisa” pode se referir
a seres inanimados, conceitos abstratos e atividades e ainda admite que, em algumas
frases, ha classes de palavras que podem fazer papel de substantivos, tornando-se o
sujeito de uma oracéo.

Os substantivos formam a classe de palavras mais versatil de uma lingua. Na
verdade, eles estao presentes em tudo que pensamos ou fazemos e em todos os lugares
que visitamos, vivemos ou imaginamos. E a classe de palavras mais versatil, porque,
além de flexionar-se em numero, género e grau, os substantivos sdo classificados por
diferentes tipos. Por se tratar de uma classe gramatical muito ampla, neste material
vamos conceituar e exemplificar apenas 08 dos diversos tipos de substantivos e seus
conceitos, conforme detalharemos a seguir:

Como explicado no quadro acima, os substantivos, quanto ao tipo, podem ser
organizados em diferentes grupos. Isso torna essa classe de palavras semelhante
ao portugués. Mas, quanto a sua flexdo, quais as semelhancas e diferencas?

Neste material vamos tratar das flexdes de numero (singular/plural)
e de género (masculino/feminino/neutro) dos substantivos em inglés.
Iniciando pela flexdo de numero, vamos notar que, na lingua inglesa, a flexdo
do numero dos substantivos deve ser observada levando em consideracdo
se o0 substantivo pertence ao grupo dos regulares ou dos irregulares. Feita
esta distincdo € so aplicar a regra especifica para cada grupo e subgrupo.

4.1 Plural of Regular Nouns
A semelhanca do que ocorre em portugués, em inglés os substantivos regulares,
de modo geral, recebem o acréscimo de S ao serem flexionados do singular para o plural.

Contudo, de modo mais especifico, dependendo da terminacdo da sua grafia, esses
substantivos regulares, podem receber acréscimos de: s - es ou ies.
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Entdo, podemos dizer que, na Lingua Inglesa, os substantivos regulares, conforme sua
grafia, sdo organizados em 4 grupos.

No Grupo 1 ficam os substantivos que fazem o plural recebendo o acréscimo
de ES. No Grupo 2 os substantivos que fazem o plural com o acréscimo de IES,
no grupo 3 aqueles que recebem VES e no Grupo 4 estdo os substantivos que
recebem apenas S. Mas como saber a qual grupo pertence um determinado
substantivo? E muito simples. Basta verificar a ultima letra ou as 2 ultimas letras
da grafia de um substantivo! A partir disto, € sé aplicar quatro notes muito simples:

« Note 1: Substantivos terminados em: S-SS-SH-CH-0O-X-Z fazem o plural recebendo o
acréscimo de ES. Logo, pertencem ao Grupo 1.

Até aqui vimos regras especificas para os substantivos regulares. E, quanto
aos irregulares? Como proceder para fazer o plural corretamente, se ndo seguem
uma regra fixa como os regulares? Mas, sera que de fato ndo seguem alguma regra?

4.2 Plural of Irregular Nouns

Quando se trata da flexdo de numero dos substantivos irregulares, alguns deles, ao
serem flexionados de singular para plural, mudam completamente sua ortografia. Mesmo
assim, diferentemente do que alguns estudantes de inglés pensam, ndo é necessario
decorar listas enormes com a grafia singular e plural desses substantivos. Mas, € logico
que quando se esta estudando uma lingua, quanto mais se faz uso pratico de uma palavra
e quanto mais se visualiza sua ortografia, mais comum ela se torna para seu aprendiz.

Para comeco de conversa sobre os substantivos irregulares, vamos observar que
uma caracteristica bem comum nos irregulares, esta no fato de que no plural eles ndo
recebem acréscimo de S como ocorre com 0s regulares, exceto, quando na sua estrutura
singular a palavra ja contém S. E, este € o caso de palavras de origem estrangeiras usadas
por empréstimo no inglés. Portanto, podemos afirmar que os substantivos irregulares,
também seguem regras. Isso fica mais evidente quando olhamos a semelhanca na
mudanca de ortografia de alguns deles ao flexionarem de singular para plural. Para facilitar
sua compreensao, no quadro seguinte vamos organiza-los em 08 grupos. Assim, fica mais
facil aplicar as regras de alteracdes, sempre que for flexiona-los de singular para plural.

Sobre a flexdo dos substantivos em inglés, ja tratamos da flexdo de numero.
Quanto a isso, percebemos que sdo organizados em 2 grupos, 0sS regulares
e os irregulares. E, ambos o0s grupos possuem regras especificas para serem
flexionados do singular para o plural. Na secdo seguinte vamos abordar algumas
particularidades da flexdo de género da classe gramatical substantivos em inglés.

4.3 Gender of Nouns

Para tratarmos das particularidades da flexdo de género dos substantivos em inglés,
vamos comecar destacando que na Lingua Inglesa ha 4 tipos géneros para nos referirmos
aos substantivos. Eles sdo: género masculino, género feminino, género comum e género
neutro.

1. género masculino: usados para nomear pessoas € animais do sexo masculino.

Exemplos: son — brother — waiter - king — dog - bull - stallion

2. género feminino: usados para nomear pessoas € animais do sexo feminino.

Exemplos: daughter - sister — waitress — queen - bitch - cow — mare

3. género comum: género comum: usados para homear pessoas e animais tanto do sexo
feminino quanto do sexo masculino, pois tém a mesma forma para ambos os sexos.
Para serem especificados necessitam de um contexto de uso. Mas, quando ndo temos
um contexto de uso recorremos aos termos especificos male para designar o género
masculino e female para designar o género feminino antes do nome a ser especificado.

Exemplos: lawyer — dentist — teacher - butterfly — fish — snake:

Como usar: (The company hired a female lawyer) - (Most schools prefer female teachers
for kindergarten activities)

4. género neutro: os substantivos neutros, como o préprio nome ja define, ndo podem
ser considerados masculinos nem femininos. Eles, normalmente, sdo usados para
nomear seres inanimados (objetos/coisas ou conceitos), animais, cujo sexo nio esteja
evidente para os interlocutores, também € usado para pessoas, quando ndo sabemos
0 sexo da pessoa ou quando a prépria pessoa a quem nos referimos considera-se ndo
binaria e prefere ser identificada como pessoa de género neutro.

Exemplos: table — pen - baby - friendship — book — computer — beauty
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Vejamos mais alguns exemplos no quadro seguinte.

Mesmo com as definicbes e os exemplos apresentados nesta secdo, € bom
lembrar que os substantivos de género neutro podem ser, facilmente, confundidos com
substantivos de género comum. Uma dica muito simples para evitarisso € lembrar que um
nome de género neutro, quando substituido por um pronome pessoal no singular, admite
apenas it em seu lugar. Por outro lado, um nome de género comum pode ser substituido
por he ou por she, portanto admite tanto o pronome masculino he quanto o feminino she.

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5. LANGUAGE STRUCTURE THREE: ADJECTIVES

Na LinguaInglesa, os adjetivos tém algumas particularidades que diferencia o idioma
inglés do portugués. Ao tratarmos das particularidades dos adjetivos em inglés, assim
como das demais classes gramaticais tratadas aqui, € fundamental ndo esquecermos
que estamos lidando com regras gramaticais de uma lingua diferente da nossa Lingua
Portuguesa.

Comparacdes entre ambas as linguas sdo inevitaveis e, as vezes, até ajudam a
processar melhor o entendimento das regras linguisticas da lingua estrangeira. Contudo,
quando as comparacdes entre portugués e inglés ndo fizerem sentido para nds, ndo
podemos deixar que isso nos distancie dos nossos objetivos de aprendizagem. E o caso
peculiar dos adjetivos.

Em inglés, assim como em portugués os adjetivos sdo classes de palavras usadas
para caracterizar os substantivos. Portanto, os adjetivos atribuem informacdes sobre
caracteristicas fisicas ou psicoldgicas ou algum tipo de especificacdo que particulariza
um substantivo. Este € o caso dos adjetivos possessivos my — your — his — her — its — our
- your - their, que, em portugués, podem ser facilmente confundidos com pronomes
possessivos. Isso porque, enquanto em portugués, possessivos servem para indicar
posse, em inglés sua funcdo é especificar o possuidor, por isso concordam com o
possuidor e ndo com o objeto possuido. Neste sentido, a flexdo dos substantivos em
inglés ndo segue as mesmas regras do portugués.

Quanto a flexdo dos adjetivos em inglés, diferentemente do que acontece
em portugués, os adjetivos ndo se flexionam em ndmero nem em género, exceto os
demonstrative adjectives — this que no plural flexiona para these e that que flexiona para
those no plural. Sendo assim, ao traduzirmos para portugués “The red car is in front of
the red house” e “The yeellow bikes are in front of the yellow cars” teremos: “O carro
vermelho estd em frente a casa vermelha” e “As bicicletas amarelas estdo em frente
aos carros amarelos”.

Note que na traducado das duas frases flexionamos os adjetivos red e yellow para,
respectivamente, concordarem com o género e o numero dos substantivos car/cars e
bike/bikes, ao serem traduzidos de inglés para portugués. O inverso disso, ou seja, ao
traduzirmos de portugués para inglés ndo seria necessario flexionar os adjetivos, porque,
em inglés, quem indica o género € numero de um adjetivo € o substantivo ao qual ele se
refere. Por isso, precisamos levar em consideracao as particularidades do inglés sobre os
adjetivos, assim evitaremos usos inadequados de plural, de singular, de género ou mesmo
da posicdo de um adjetivo em relacdo ao substantivo a que se refere. Portanto, € bom
destacar que as regras de usos e flexdes dos adjetivos em inglés estdo, estritamente,
relacionadas ao tipo do adjetivo e ao contexto de uso desta classe gramatical.

5.1 Types of Adjectives

Quanto aos tipos de adjetivos na Lingua Inglesa, Thomson e Martinet (1986, p.33) destacam
seis principais tipos, que s&o: a) demonstrative - this, that, these, those; b) distributive —
each, every, either, neither; c) quantitative - some, any, no, little/few, many, much, one,
twenty; d) interrogative — which, what, whose; e) possessive — my, your, his, her, its, our,
your, their; e) of quality — clever, dry, fat, golden, good, heavy, square.

Cada um desses tipos de adjetivos possui suas regras de usos e sus excecdes.
Para ndo tornar este assunto muito exaustivo, vamos dar uma atencdo especial apenas
aos adjetivos que indicam caracteristicas ou qualidades de substantivos, os adjectives of
quality. Porque € o grupo que agrega todo e qualquer adjetivo que: descreve qualidades
(positivas ou negativas), da informacdo sobre o estado, sobre a condicdo ou o sobre
o carater de um substantivo. Além disso, os adjectives of quality sdo os Unicos que
flexionam-se nos graus comparativo e superlativo.
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5.2 Adjectives of Quality: comparison

Os usos dos adjectives of quality levam em consideracdo o grau do
adjetivo em uso. Isso porque, em inglés, os adjetivos possuem trés graus,
a saber: o grau positivo ou normal, o grau comparativo e o grau superlativo.

No grau normal, como o préprio nome ja indica, o adjetivo é usado sem alteracdes
na sua estrutura ortografica. J& o grau comparativo e o superlativo possuem regras
especificas de flexdes ou concordancias. Essas regras sdo mais exploradas no grau
comparativo. Isso, porque, as regras de flexdes do grau comparativo sdo aplicadas
conforme o tipo de adjetivo (longos ou curtos), conforme os niveis de comparacdes, se
de igualdade, de inferioridade ou de superioridade e, ainda se deve observar se o0 adjetivo
€ regular ou se é irregular.

No quadro abaixo temos um resumo da flexdo de grau dos adjetivos em inglés.

Vocé observou que no comparative of equality colocamos as antes e as
depois de todos os adjetivos e no comparative of inferiority colocamos less antes
dos mesmos adjetivos? Agora veja novamente o que aconteceu com esses mesmos
adjetivos no grau comparative of superiority! Em alguns acrescentamos o sufixo
er, em outros ier, mas outros ha que receberam apenas o morfema more antes
de si. Isso ocorreu porque, em inglés, as regras de flexdo de grau dos adjetivos
regulares sdo aplicadas conforme a grafia e a extensdo dos adjetivos comparados.

Conforme sua extens&o um adjetivo regular pode ser short (curto) ou long (longo).
Os short adjectives sao aqueles que possuem 1 ou 2 silabas. Os long adjectives sdo
aqueles que possuem 3 ou mais silabas. Sendo assim, ao lidar com adjetivos no grau
comparativo, sempre leve em consideracdo as seguintes regras:
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a) comparative of equality — acrescenta-se as antes e as depois do adjetivo,
independentemente da sua estrutura (long ou short) e do seu tipo (regular ou irregular);

b) comparative of superiority — short adjectives: aos adjetivos terminados em e
acrescenta-se apenas r. Aos terminados em y, precedido de consoante, elimina-se oy e
acrescenta-se ier. As demais terminacdes, acrescenta-se er;

c) comparative of superiority — long adjectives: acrescenta-se more antes do adjetivo;

d) superlative - short adjectives: aos adjetivos terminados em e acrescenta-se apenas
st. Aos terminados em y, precedido de consoante, elimina-se oy e acrescenta-se iest.
As demais terminacdes, acrescenta-se est;

e) superlative - long adjectives: acrescenta-se most antes do adjetivo;

Conforme, ja apontado aqui, no grau comparativo de igualdade e de
inferioridade ndo ha distincdo entre adjetivos regulares e irregulares. Portanto, as
regras acima aplicam-se aos de flexdo dos adjetivos regulares no grau comparativo
de superioridade e no superlativo. Mas, e a flexdo dos irregulares, como fica?

Os adjetivos irregulares, ao serem flexionados no comparativo de superioridade

e no superlativo, ndo seguem regras especificas. Eles, simplesmente, tém sua
estrutura alterada conforme o grau de comparacdo em uso. Contudo, ndo ha
motivos para preocupacdo, porque eles sdo pouquissimos! E, frequentemente,
usamos ou vemos alguém usar alguns dos adjetivos deste grupo. A seguir vocé
pode conferi-los, flexionados no comparativo de superioridade e no superlativo.

Veja que os adjetivos old e far admitem as duas formas, porém cada forma tem usos
especificos. Enquanto as formas older e oldest sdo usadas para caracterizar objetos,
animais e pessoas comuns, as formas elder e eldest, somente sdo recomendadas para
se referir a pessoas da mesma familia ou para comparar pessoas em niveis hierarquicos
de um mesmo grupo social. Quanto aos usos de farther/further tém a ver com o tipo
de substantivo caracterizado. De modo geral, usa-se farther/farthest para descrever
distancia fisica e further/furthest para substantivos abstratos ou conceitos como:
discussion, information, demands, concession, dentre outros. A seguir, na nossa terceira
sequéncia de exercicios, vocé podera colocar em pratica todas essas regras.

EARLY FIRES IN BRAZIL’S PANTANAL

Fire season in southern Brazil usually starts in July and peaks in August and September.
In June 2024, Brazil’s National Institute for Space Research (INPE) observed unusually
intense fire activity in the Pantanal. Using data from the MODIS (Moderate Resolution
Imaging Spectroradiometer) instrument on NASA’s Aqua satellite, INPE detected 549
active fires as of June 11, which is more fire detections than any June in INPE’s record,
going back to 1998.

According to the Federal University of Rio de Janeiro’s satellite monitoring program, over
3,500 square kilometers (1,350 square miles) of the Pantanal have burned so far in 2024.
Smoke from the wildfires can be seen billowing toward Corumba, in Mato Grosso do Sul.
The 2023 - 2024 El Nifio brought drier and hotter conditions to the Pantanal and nearby
Amazon rainforest. From December 2023 to May 2024, the Pantanal experienced irregular
rains and an overall deficit of precipitation, according to a report from Brazil’s National
Center for Natural Disaster Monitoring and Alerts. By the end of May 2024, almost the
entire Pantanal region was classified as experiencing extreme drought, the second-
highest classification of drought intensity on the Integrated Drought Index.

“These rainfall patterns are consistent with the long tail of El Nifio,” said Douglas Morton,
an Earth system scientist in the Biospheric Sciences Laboratory at NASA’s Goddard Space
Flight Center. “The southern Amazon and Pantanal biomes received less rainfall during
the wet season, leaving the region predisposed to a longer and stronger dry season with
elevated fire risk.”

Every year, Morton and a team of scientists use satellite data, such as sea surface
temperatures and precipitation, to forecast the fire season severity in the Amazon regions
of Brazil, Bolivia, and Peru. This year, El Nifio, as well as a warmer-than-usual sea surface
in the northern Atlantic Ocean, have been pulling rainfall away from the Amazon and
surrounding biomes. “Fire risk in Mato Grosso this year is as high as it has ever been since
the start of the MODIS data record in 2000.” Morton said.

So far in 2024, the intensity of fires in Pantanal has been higher than the same early-
season period in 2020. That year, catastrophic fires burned 39,000 square kilometers, or
one-third of the whole biome.

The city of Belo Horizonte is little known outside Brazil. Beagd, as locals
affectionately call it, doesn’t have beautiful beaches or colonial architecture to help put
it on the map.

6. LANGUAGE STRUCTURE: VERBS

Neste capitulo vamos tratar da classe de palavras mais extensa da Lingua Inglesa,
os verbos. Como nosso objetivo aqui € simplificar sua compreensao sobre os assuntos a
serem cobrados na prova do PAES, vamos explorar apenas algumas das particularidades
dos verbos em inglés, a saber: as regularidades e irregularidades dos verbos, os modos
verbais e as flexdes de tempos simples e compostos, especialmente, as flexdes do
perfect tense.

6.1 Types of Verbs

Na Lingua Inglesa, ndo muito diferente da Lingua Portuguesa, a classe gramatical
dos verbos requer muita atencdo dos estudantes. Para a proposta deste material nos
interessa apenas entender particularidades simples do idioma. Por exemplo, basta
entendermos que, em inglés, os verbos sdo organizados em 02 classes, 0s ordinary verbs
e os auxiliary verbs. E claro que, no dia a dia de um falante de inglés ou de qualquer outra
lingua, ndo saber classificar, categorizar ou mesmo conjugar verbos ndo € empecilho
para suas interacdes linguageiras. Contudo, no contexto da jornada estudantil de um(a),
vestibulando(a), saber a qual a classe pertence um verbo ou qual o0 modo e o tempo
verbal, usados em determinado texto, pode ser o diferencial na hora de escolher uma
resposta certa ou errada no seu exame vestibular.

Assim, vamos comecar pelas classes dos verbos em inglés. Aqui vocé precisa
relembrar que ao estudarmos uma lingua estrangeira, neste caso o inglés, as regras e
excecdes, as vezes se distanciam completamente, das regras da nossa lingua nativa.

Tomemos por exemplo a conjugacdo dos verbos trabalhar (to work) e cantar (to
sing) nos tempos presente e pretérito do indicativo e vamos comparar estes mesmos
verbos nos tempos equivalentes, simple present e simple past, em inglés.

Vocé observou que em portugués, tanto no presente quanto no passado, os verbos
mudam, conforme muda a pessoa(sujeito) que pratica acdo cantar e a acio trabalhar?
Portanto, em portugués, no presente e no pretérito perfeito do indicativo, os verbos
assumem uma formal(flexdo) diferente para cada pessoa.

Agora observe os verbos to sing e to work nos tempos simple present e simple
past, equivalentes aos mesmos tempos em portugués. Notou que no simple past estes
2 verbos tém a mesma flexao para todas as pessoas e que no simple present mudam
apenas nas terceiras do singular (he she it)? Ent&o, é correto inferir que conjugar verbos
eminglés é mais simples que em portugués? Sim, pelo menos nesses dois tempos verbais
€. Basta seguirmos algumas dicas e regras. Mas, antes de discutirmos regras e dicas de
conjugacao verbal em inglés é fundamental conhecer o tipo de verbo a ser conjugado.

6.2 Auxiliary and ordinary verbs

Em inglés, os verbos estdo distribuidos em duas classes, a classe dos auxiliary
verbs e dos ordinary verbs.

Os auxiliary verbs sdo aqueles verbos que acompanham um outro, chamado de
verbo principal, para auxiliar a flexdo deste verbo. Assim, no processo de formacao de
frases (sentences), o auxiliary verb é fundamental para ajudar na atribuicdo de sentido do
verbo principal, ou ainda para modificar o tense (tempo), 0 mood verbal(modo) ou a voice
of a sentence (voz do verbo) que pode ser ativa ou passiva.

A classe dos auxiliary verbs agrega um nimero ndo muito extenso de verbos. Eles
sdo: to be - to do - to have - can/could - to dare — may/might — must - shall/should -
will/would - to need e ought. Observe que os verbos to be ,to do, to have, to dare e to
need admitem o morfema indicador de infinitivo to. Isso significa que ha situacdes em
que esses verbos se comportam como verbos ordinérios, portanto, diferentemente dos
demais da sua classe, eles se flexionam em diferentes tempos e modos.

Alguns exemplos de auxiliary verbs no contexto de usos de frases sao:

a) to be:
Rildo Amaral, the Mayor of Imperatriz, was elected in a runoff in 2024.

Por serem verbos que podem tanto auxiliar outros como também podem figurar
como o verbo principal de uma oracdo, os auxiliary ou modal verbs sdo agrupados
em trés categorias, que sdo: main auxiliary, modal auxiliary e simi-modals. E, conforme
sua categoria esses verbos sdo flexionados ou ndo. Abaixo vocé pode visualiza-los
flexionados ou ndo, conforme a categoria de cada um deles.

Vocé observou que os verbos to be, to have e to do que, alids sdo main auxiliary,
se flexionam em todos os tempos verbais? Isso acontece, porque eles além de fazerem
o papel de verbos auxiliares, também podem funcionar como verbos principais de uma
orac3o. E quanto ao auxiliary have/has, observe que ele antecede os demais verbos (be,
do e o préprio have) no participio. Isso significa que o have é o verbo que auxilia os
demais verbos na formacdo dos tempos verbais no modo participio, como: o present
perfect tense e o past perfect tense e seus derivados ( present perfect continuos, future
perfect, conditional perfect, etc).

6.3 The present perfect tenses

Os usos do modo participio em inglés tem muitas particularidades que ndo tém uma
referéncia ou uma correspondéncia exata em portugués. Mas, se vocé aprender algumas
dicas basicas de como utilizar o participio dos verbos em inglés, seu entendimento sobre
as derivacdes do perfect tense se torna mais simples.

No quadro seguinte vocé podera visualizar como fica a estrutura de uma oracéo
quando flexionamos um verbo principal em diferentes derivacdes do perfect tense.
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Tense Structure Example

1. Present Perfect | have/has + main verb (in the|The students have seen this

participle form) movie twice this month.
2. Past Perfec had + main verb (in the participle | The students had already seen
form) this movie before their first class.

3. Future Perfect |[will have + main verb (in the|The students will have seen the

exam.

Como mostrado no quadro acima, a formacdo do perfect tense segue uma regra
muito simples. Quanto aos usos do present e do past perfect basta vocé entender que
cada tempo verbal tem uma razdo de ser e, isso tem a ver com funcédo do tempo ou do
modo verbal no processo de comunicacdo das pessoas, ou se€ja, has nossas interacdes.
Entdo, quanto aos usos do perfect tense, lembre-se:

- Simple tenses: usamos tempo simples (present, past, future) para nos referirmos
a um (Unico) evento sem relacionar esse evento com um outro evento, fendmeno ou
estado. Também usamos tempo simples para nos referirmos a eventos que ocorreram
em um determinado tempo no passado, ou seja, algo que ja foi concluido e ndo se
repetird mais naquele tempo, porque ja ficou no passado.

Exemplos:
1. Sarah visited her in Sdo Luis last year

2. It rained a lot yesterday.

Pela logica natural da linha do tempo, é impossivel Sarah repetir a acdo visit no
tempo last year. Porém podera fazé-la outras centenas de vezes, mas nédo last year.
Do mesmo modo, € impossivel rain (chover muito) yesterday (ontem). A ac3o visit ja foi
concluida, last year, portanto foi concluida em um tempo que ndo permite repeticao.
Pois ficou para trds, assim como om tempo da acao rain que foi concluida yesterday.
Podemos dizer que vai chover (rain), hoje, amanh3, préxima semana, esta semana, mas
ndo podemos dizer que pode chover, yesterday (ontem). Logo, yesterday e last year
sdo marcadores de tempo que dao ideia de um tempo especifico que ficou no passado,
portanto o tempo da acdo ja encerrou-se.

Quanto a possibilidade de tornar a fazer uma mesma acédo podemos dizer que sera
realizada em um tempo especifico como:

Exemplos:
1. Sarah will visit her sister again next year.

2. Probably it is going to rain a lot tomorrow.

Logo, a partir da especificacdo do tempo da acéo, fica evidente que ela podera ser
feita next year, next month, tomorrow, in ten years ou em qualquer outro tempo, que seja
especificado pelo sujeito da acdo ou pela pessoa que relata a acdo. Ai estd a principal
diferenca entre os usos de um simple tense e de um perfect tense, 0 modo como nos
referimos ao tempo da acéo.
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Vejamos outros exemplos de usos do present perfect tense:

Exemplos:
1. Sarah has visited her sister twice this year.

2. It has already rained three times this week.

3. They haven’t seen their grandmother since last year.

Observe que Sarah ja fez a ac3o visit 2 vezes (twice) e ainda podera fazé-la 1 ou
mais vezes. Mas, por qué? Simplesmente, porque o tempo da acdo ainda esta em aberto.
Quando falamos this year (este ano), this week (esta semana), for three years (durante 3
anos, por trés anos) since last year ( desde o ano passado), significa dizer que o tempo
da acdo ainda nio encerrou, diferente de last year (ano passado) last week (semana
passada), three years ago (ha trés anos). Logo, usamos o present perfect tense para nos
referirmos a acdes que ja aconteceram e ainda podem se repetir dentro do espaco de
tempo que ainda ndo foi encerrado. Assim, diferenciamos uma acao no simple tense e de
uma no perfect tense.

Uma outra observacdo muito util acerca dos usos do perfect tense estd no fato
de que também € usado para acdes que tenham sido concluidas, mas seus efeitos sdo
perceptiveis ou se estendem ao presente.

Exemplos:
1. I have worked in this project for three years. Now that | finished it, | need a rest.

2. The tourists are very excited. They have never ridden a camel before.
3. Meggy is very sad, because she has lost her best friend.

Assim, apés conhecermos os auxiliary verbs e tratarmos das suas particularidades
resta, agora, conhecermos os ordinary verbs e entendermos seu funcionamento. Para
simplificar, basta saber que, excetuando-se todos os modals auxiliary (can — could - may
- might — must — had to - ought - shall — should - will - would), conforme ja mostramos
aqui, todos os demais verbos da lingua inglesa podem performar como ordinary verbs.
Também ¢é indispensdvel saber que os ordinary verbs dividem-se em dois grupos, o
grupo dos regulares e dos irregulares. E qual a diferenca entre os dois grupos”?

Quanto a diferenca entre verbos regulares e irregulares, a distincdo entre ambos s6
ocorre quando sdo flexionados no simple past € no past participle. Nos demais tempos
verbais as mesmas regras de flexdes sdo, igualmente, aplicadas aos 2 grupos. Como
veremos mais a frente. Portanto, os ordinary verbs formam um grupo tdo extenso que
seria impossivel lista-los aqui.

Contudo, por acharmos necessario fornecermos subsidios para seus estudos,
apresentamos na préxima péagina, uma lista de verbos regulares e irregulares,
disponibilizada pela professora Isabella Claire no site 7ESL.c
om. Eles estdo organizados em ordem alfabética e sdo considerados os de uso mais
frequentes na Lingua Inglesa.

Como vocé pbde ver, alguns verbos irregulares parecem seguir uma légica para as
mudancas do presente para o passado e para o participio. E, embora essas mudancas
ndo sigam um padrdo, € possivel separar alguns desses verbos em um possivel quadro
de légica de alteracdes.
